History: 


The Bronze Age is a time period characterized by the use of bronze, proto-writing, and other early features of urban civilization. The Bronze Age is the second principal period of the three-age Stone-Bronze-Iron system. 


Smelting its own copper and alloying with tin, arsenic, or other metals, or by trading for bronze from production areas elsewhere. Using a copper coloured paper children will design and make an ornament or tool of choice in 3D.


Bronze Age cultures differed in their development of the first writing. According to archaeological evidence, cultures in Mesopotamia (cuneiform) and Egypt (hieroglyphs) developed the earliest viable writing systems. Children will understand some letters and try to make own sentences in hieroglyphic language provided.





PSHCE: Understand how we all have similarities and how we all have to be there for each other as muslims and as humans regardless of race gender and religion, teachings of the Prophet Muhammad peace be upon him.Children will create a small mural displaying how we are all the same by writing and decorating parts of the ‘heart of humanity’. Geography:


The world map: understanding the world we live in has many diversities; from language to currency to different types of food and clothing. We are all connected through existing on the same earth together.


To understand the attraction of river valleys where civilisation had started in Egypt. The river Nile and wild plants. Which land was best for farming, annual floods taking place and how river valley farming was seen as an advantage.











Literacy:Slam Poetry: Looking at conventions found in poetry such as assonance, personification, similies and metaphors. Poems; Heroes by Boona Mohammed 


You wait till I’m older than you by Michael Rosen, The Works and Read Me collections. Recognising vocabulary and structures appropriate for formal and written speech, and the differences between this and spoken speech, including the use of contractions and colloquial language; using correct punctuation to indicate speech.


Classic poems: The Walrus and the Carpenter by Lewis Carroll, Cautionary Tales by Hilaire Belloc. Grammar includes: Learning the grammar specifically using and choosing descriptive language; adjectives, adverbs and powerful nouns and verbs; using expanded noun phrases to convey complicated information concisely; using hyphens to avoid ambiguity


Classic fiction: The Jungle Book by Rudyard Kipling, Just So stories by Rudyard Kipling. Learning the grammar specifically using a range of conjunctions to create compound and complex sentences; using relative clauses;  using commas correctly, including to clarify meaning, avoid ambiguity and to indicate parenthesis; using correct punctuation to indicate speech











Art:Texture booklet: drawing lines and patterns found in natural elements all around us.


Drawing landscape: Using coloured chalk on black paper, focusing on perspective.


Different forms of shading: To draw an A4 petal, closely examine a petal from real flowers. Focusing on how to sketch and how different forms of shading are done.


Hajj week: To make a lap-book all about Hajj - The Muslim Pilgrimage to Mecca. To make 'Eid cards in shape of sheep using cotton-wool.


Children to use imagination in creating their own miniture patterns filling in A4 size graffiti style Arabic of their name. 


Using pizza boxes and news paper to paper-maché and creating a DIY canvas. Children will make a 3D sculpture of their choice on the canvas with newspaper and PVA glue, painting in various styles.


Looking at Bridget Jones, an optical illusion artist painter who's father was from Yorkshire. Creating 3D pop art optical illusion cubes in style of the artist. Children use A4 paper to create 3D illusion of their hand on paper using colour and precision.




















History: Hajj week: To understand the origins of Hajj - The Muslim holy pilgrimage to Mecca. The origin of the Prophet Abraham (peace be upon him) and the Zam-Zam well. Understanding the 3 Abrahamic faiths and the preservation of Hajj.


To explore the Stone Age and understand common misconceptions.To understand how within the Stone Age humans gradually transitioned from hunting for food and clothing to stock farming instead.


To understand process of appointing a leader to lead the workers employed to farm vast areas of land. How the leader was appointed through predicting the annual floods by calculating time using the star of Sirius as a guide. To know a theory of how Egyptions partitioned a farmers land by using rough measurments to plot a right angle and using that as a basis for straight and accurate lines. To make a represenation of this in books using wool and split-pins knotted at 3,5,7cm and tied at right angle.








Guided reading:


Children will be reading Stig of the Dump by Clive King.


Thinkabout how the writer presents Stig initially To explore if Stig is real and why. To understand the order of events in the novel by answering pop quiz style questions on sheet using evidence from novel.Exploring the feelings of characters as certain events take place. Comparing the film to novel.














PSHCE: All about us: learning new things about one another through funny facts from when they were little to their favourite hobbies and new things they learnt in the week.


Learning the importance of having the balance between selflessness and self love; attaining happiness and self growth/confidence: good deeds list.


All about you: an information sheet on who you are and what makes you different and unique. Emotions: anger can have unpleasant outcomes, how to over-come and be positive in certain situations.
